Capital Management and Integrity Asset Management became part of the VCM GIPS firm effective November 1, 2014; RS Investments and Sophus Capital effective January 1, 2017; 

Victory Income Investors, effective July 1, 2019; THB Asset Management, effective March 1, 2021, and New Energy Capital effective November 1, 2021. Effective September 1, 2023, 

INCORE Capital Management is no longer part of the VCM GIPS firm.

3. The RS Concentrated All Cap Value Composite includes all discretionary accounts invested in the Concentrated All Cap Strategy. The Strategy invests principally in a concentrated portfolio 

of equity securities of companies that RS Investments believes are undervalued and may at times invest a portion of its assets in non-US securities. The composite creation date is July 

2005, and the composite inception date is July 2005.

4. The benchmark of the composite is the Russell 3000® Value Index. The Russell 3000® Value Index measures the performance of the broad value segment of the US equity value universe. 

It includes those Russell 3000 companies with lower price-to-book ratios and lower forecasted growth values. The Russell 3000® Index measures the performance of the 3,000 largest US 

companies based on total market capitalization, which represents approximately 98% of the investable US equity market. The benchmark returns are provided to represent the investment 

environment existing during the time periods shown and are not covered by the report of independent verifiers. For comparison purposes, the index is fully invested, which includes the 

reinvestment of income. The returns have been taken from a published source and do not include any transaction fees, management fees, or other costs.

5. The internal dispersion of annual returns is measured by the standard deviation of asset-weighted gross returns of accounts included in the composite for the full year. If less than six 

portfolios are included in the composite for the full year, no dispersion measure is presented, as it is not considered meaningful (N/M). The three-year annualized ex-post standard deviation 

measures the variability of the composite’s gross returns, and the benchmark returns over the preceding 36-month period. It is not required to be presented for annual periods prior to 2011 

or when a full three years of composite performance is not yet available.
